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Glossary of Sustainable Development

An Overview of Key Concepts

Biodiversity: The variety of living organisms in all their forms, including different species,
ecosystems, and genetic variations within them. This term covers the diversity of life on the
planet at all levels, from the smallest microbes to the largest mammals and ecosystems such
as forests, seas, and rivers.

Bioeconomy: An economy based on the use of renewable biological resources to produce food,
materials, and energy.

Biofuels: Fuels derived from biomass, such as plants or organic waste, used as an alternative to
fossil fuels.

Carbon Footprint: The total amount of greenhouse gas emissions directly or indirectly produced
by an organization, product, or individual.

Carbon Neutrality: The balancing of carbon emissions through their removal or offsetting by
measures such as carbon capture and the use of renewable energy sources.

Circular Economy: A system that focuses on the entire value chain of resources extracted from
the Earth, promoting efficient waste management, pollution reduction, and the safe reuse and
recycling of materials to create new products and services.

Climate Change: Significant and long-term changes in the Earth’s global climate, primarily
attributed to the increased concentration of greenhouse gases from human activities. Climate
change leads to global temperature rise, ice melt, sea level rise, and more frequent extreme
weather events.

Climate Crisis: A term emphasizing the urgency and severity of climate change impacts, calling
forimmediate action.

Climate Justice: The recognition that the effects of climate change are not distributed equally
and that policies must protect vulnerable communities.
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Climate Migration: Climate migration refers to the forced or voluntary displacement of individ-
uals or communities due to environmental changes linked to climate change, such as rising
sea levels, prolonged droughts, floods, and extreme weather events. Climate migration can
occur internally (within a country) or across borders, posing significant challenges to social
cohesion, resource management, and migration policies. It necessitates comprehensive policy
frameworks that address both the immediate needs of displaced populations and the long-
term socio-economic and environmental implications of climate-induced displacement.

Climate Neutrality: A state in which greenhouse gas emissions are fully balanced by carbon
removal actions from the atmosphere.

Climate Resilience: The ability of a social, economic, or environmental system to anticipate,
adapt to, and recover from the impacts of climate change while minimizing losses and main-
taining functionality.

Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR): The voluntary practice by businesses of incorporating
social and environmental goals into their activities beyond profit-making. Through CSR, com-
panies take responsibility for their impacts on society and the environment by supporting local
communities, reducing their environmental footprint, and ensuring fair labor practices.

Decarbonization: The process of reducing greenhouse gas emissions, particularly carbon diox-
ide, in the atmosphere from industrial processes. Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) refers
to the voluntary commitment of businesses to integrate social and environmental objectives
into their operations beyond the pursuit of profit. Through CSR, companies assume responsi-
bility for their impact on society and the environment, actively contributing to social well-being
through initiatives such as community engagement, reducing their environmental footprint,
and ensuring fair labor practices. This approach reflects a broader corporate accountability
framework that aligns business strategies with ethical, social, and ecological considerations.

Decarbonization (Coal Phase-Out): The process of replacing fossil fuels, such as lignite

and coal, with cleaner energy sources, such as renewables. It is often used to describe a
carbon-free or low-carbon economy that prioritizes the transition to clean energy, such as
renewable electricity generation, instead of burning fossil fuels.

Development Policies: Policies aimed at supporting regions most affected by climate and
economic changes, providing assistance and guidance for their economic restructuring.

Ecological Footprint: A measure of human demand on natural resources compared to the

Earth’s biological capacity to renew those resources. It includes land, water, and energy

consumption, as well as greenhouse gas emissions.

Education and Training: Initiatives developed to support the retraining of workers and commu-
nities affected by the transition to a green economy.

Energy Efficiency: The optimization of energy use to reduce waste and losses, helping to lower
environmental impact.

Energy Poverty: The inability of households to access affordable, reliable, and clean energy for
their basic needs.
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Energy Transition: The gradual shift from a fossil fuel-based system to a more sustainable and
renewable energy system.

Environmental Justice: The principle that all communities, regardless of socioeconomic status
or racial identity, should have equal access to a clean and healthy environment.

Environmental Policies: Environmental policies refer to the measures and guidelines adopted
by governments or organizations to safeguard the environment and ensure the sustainable
management of natural resources. These policies encompass legislation, regulations, and
programs aimed at reducing pollution, preserving biodiversity, addressing climate change,
and fostering a balanced relationship between human activity and the natural environment.
They play a crucial role in shaping sustainable development strategies and mitigating environ-
mental degradation at both national and global levels.

Fossil Fuels: Fossil fuels include coal, oil, and natural gas. They are composed of hydrocarbons
that formed deep within the Earth over thousands of years from decomposed organic matter,
such as plant and animal remains. Fossil fuels are extracted and burned as energy sources for
electricity generation, transportation, and industrial processes. Their combustion releases car-
hon dioxide (CO,) and other greenhouse gases into the atmosphere, significantly contributing
to climate change and global warming.

Global Warming: The gradual increase in Earth’s average temperature due to the accumulation
of greenhouse gases in the atmosphere.

Green Bonds: Financial instruments issued to fund projects with environmental benefits, such
as renewable energy and energy efficiency initiatives.

Green Finance: The allocation of funds to projects and investments that promote sustainable
development and a low-carbon economy. It includes green bonds, sustainable banking prac-
tices, and investments in renewable energy, energy efficiency, and environmentally responsi-
ble businesses.

Green Growth: Green Growth is an economic model that seeks to achieve sustainable economic
expansion while minimizing environmental impact and conserving natural resources. It em-
phasizes the transition toward a low-carbon economy, improving energy efficiency, promoting
renewable energy sources, and reducing the environmental footprint of industrial and agri-
cultural production. By integrating environmental sustainability with economic policy, green
growth aims to foster long-term economic resilience while mitigating climate and ecological
challenges.

Green Jobs: Jobs related to sustainability, such as renewable energy, recycling, and environ-
mental protection.

Greenhouse Gases (GHGs): These are natural and synthetic gases whose properties allow
the release of thermal energy, which is then trapped in the atmosphere. This trapping of
heat causes the “greenhouse effect,” increasing global temperatures and leading to global
warming and climate change.



Glossary of Sustainable Development

Green Supply Chain Management: The integration of sustainable practices into all supply
chain processes, from production to distribution.

Just Transition: The concept of Just Transition first emerged in the early 1990s in North
America, referring to the need for support plans for workers affected by the implementation of
environmental protection policies. It represents a structured shift toward an economic model
that fosters the creation of decent and high-quality jobs in alignment with nationally deter-
mined development priorities. A Just Transition ensures that professionals, communities, and
regions impacted by these transformations receive appropriate support, facilitating social and
economic adaptation while mitigating inequalities.

Just Transition Fund: A financial tool used to support regions and communities affected by the
transition to a green economy.

Low-Carbon Infrastructure: Infrastructure designed to reduce greenhouse gas emissions,
such as clean energy networks and green transportation.

Natural Resource Management: Strategies and practices aimed at the sustainable use and
conservation of natural resources, such as water, soil, biodiversity, and minerals, to ensure
their long-term availability.

Net Zero: The term Net Zero Emissions (or carbon neutrality) refers to a state in which green-
house gas (GHG) emissions produced by human activities are fully counterbalanced by an
equivalent amount of emissions removed from the atmosphere. It is synonymous with climate
neutrality, specifically describing the condition in which a balance is achieved, resulting in a
net-zero emissions outcome. The term “net zero” is commonly used to articulate the climate
commitments of specific entities (e.g., “net zero emissions by 2050” for a country or corpo-
ration). It implies that by the target year, the entity will have reduced emissions as much as
possible and will offset any remaining emissions through equivalent removals, such as carbon
sequestration, afforestation, or technological solutions for carbon capture and storage.

Renewable Energy Sources: Energy sources such as the sun, wind, water, and biomass that
naturally replenish and do not deplete.

Resilience: The ability of a system, community, or region to adapt to and recover from external
pressures, such as climate change, economic crises, or social inequalities.

Social Justice: The principle of equal access to opportunities and resources for all, regardless
of socioeconomic status, gender, ethnicity, or other characteristics.

Soil Degradation: The decline in soil fertility due to human activities such as intensive agricul-
ture, deforestation, and pollution.

Structural Adjustment: The process of changing a country's or region’s production model to
become more sustainable and resilient, typically through economic diversification and invest-
ment in new technologies and sectors.

Sustainability: Sustainability refers to the ability of a system to endure over time without deplet-
ing the natural or social resources that sustain it. It embodies a balance between economic
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growth, social justice, and environmental protection. The concept of sustainability applies
across multiple sectors, including energy policy, agriculture, urban development, and corpo-
rate governance. In practice, achieving sustainability requires a transformation of production
and consumption systems, a reduction in waste, and the adoption of innovative solutions that
ensure the long-term preservation of natural resources. It is a guiding principle for fostering
resilience, equity, and ecological integrity in modern societies.

Sustainable Agriculture: Sustainable agriculture refers to farming practices that minimize
environmental impacts, enhance soil fertility, and preserve biodiversity. It encompasses
techniques such as agroecology, regenerative farming, reducing chemical fertilizer use, and
the sustainable management of water resources. The goal is to ensure food security while
maintaining ecological balance and supporting long-term agricultural productivity.

Sustainable Consumption: Sustainable consumption involves the use of products and services
in a way that minimizes their environmental and social impact. It promotes responsible
production and consumption patterns, reducing waste, optimizing resource use, and fostering
ethical consumer choices that support environmental conservation and social well-being.

Sustainable Development: Sustainable development is defined as development that meets
the needs of the present without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their
own needs. The term was formally introduced in the 1987 Brundtland Report by the UN World
Commission on Environment and Development. Sustainable development is based on three
key dimensions: economic growth, social cohesion, and environmental protection. Strategies
promoting sustainability include the responsible use of natural resources, reduction of in-
equalities, expansion of renewable energy sources, and the creation of resilient communities
and economies.

Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs): 17 international goals agreed upon by all UN mem-
ber states in 2015, aiming to eliminate poverty, protect the planet, and ensure prosperity for
all by 2030.

Sustainable Economy: A sustainable economy is an economic system that integrates envi-
ronmental, social, and economic considerations into decision-making processes. Its primary
objective is to foster economic growth without degrading the environment while ensuring the
fair distribution of resources. Key principles of a sustainable economy include the promotion
of a circular economy, the adoption of renewable energy sources, the enforcement of fair
labor practices, and the implementation of corporate social responsibility (CSR) initiatives.
This model aims to balance economic resilience with ecological and social well-being.

Sustainable Environment: A sustainable environment refers to the preservation of natural
ecosystems, the reduction of pollution, and the protection of biodiversity. It encompasses the
sustainable management of natural resources, the reduction of greenhouse gas emissions,
the restoration of degraded ecosystems, and the safeguarding of water and forest resources.
The concept highlights the equilibrium between economic development, social justice, and
environmental protection, ensuring that human activities do not exceed the planet’s ecological
limits.
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Sustainable Society: A sustainable society ensures social cohesion, equity, human rights,
and citizen well-being without overburdening future generations. It emphasizes education,
healthcare, social inclusion, and minority rights, while encouraging civic participation in
decision-making processes. A sustainable society balances economic stability, environmental
stewardship, and social justice, fostering long-term prosperity for all.

Sustainable Tourism: Sustainable tourism is a form of tourism that considers its current and
future economic, social, and environmental impacts while addressing the needs of visitors,
the tourism industry, the environment, and local communities.

12. Responsible Consumption and Production: Encouraging sustainable production and
consumption patterns, reducing resource waste, and advancing the principles of the circular
economy.

13. Climate Action: Implementing urgent measures to address climate change, reduce green-
house gas emissions, and enhance societal resilience to climate-related challenges.
14. Life Below Water: Protecting and sustainably managing marine ecosystems, reducing

oceanic pollution, and conserving marine biodiversity.

15. Life on Land: Safeguarding and restoring terrestrial ecosystems, promoting reforestation,
reducing deforestation, and ensuring the sustainable use of natural resources.

16. Peace, Justice, and Strong Institutions: Fostering peaceful societies, ensuring universal
access to justice, and enhancing transparency and accountability in governance institutions.

17. Partnerships for the Goals: Strengthening global partnerships for the implementation of

the 2030 Agenda through international financing, technological exchange, and knowledge
transfer.

These goals represent a comprehensive and transformative agenda designed to integrate
economic, social, and environmental sustainability into global development policies, ensuring a
balanced and equitable future for humanity.
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Major Summits on Sustainable Development

Key International Conferences Shaping Global Sustainability Strategies

International summits have played a pivotal role in shaping global strategies for sustainable
development, climate change mitigation, and natural resource conservation. Below are the most
significant meetings that have influenced the global policy agenda:

1. United Nations Conference on the Human Environment - Stockholm (1972): The first

global conference exclusively focused on environmental issues, leading to the establishment
of the United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP). This conference is considered the
foundation of international environmental policy and marked the beginning of global cooper-
ation for environmental protection.

2. Brundtland Report (1987) - “Our Common Future": Published by the UN's World Com-
mission on Environment and Development under the leadership of Gro Harlem Brundtland,
this report introduced the term “sustainable development” into the global policy discourse.

It defined sustainable development as development that meets the needs of the present
without compromising the ability of future generations to meet their own needs.

3. United Nations Conference on Environment and Development (UNCED) - Rio Summit
(1992): The first major global conference on sustainable development, which led to the
adoption of Agenda 21, the Convention on Biological Diversity, the United Nations Frame-

work Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC), and the Rio Declaration on Environment and
Development.

4. World Summit on Sustainable Development (WSSD) - Johanneshurg (2002): Focused on
the implementation of decisions made at the Rio Summit and on integrating sustainability into
national policies.

5. United Nations Conference on Sustainable Development (Rio+20) - Rio de Janeiro
(2012): A continuation of the 1992 Rio Summit, introducing the concept of the “green
economy” and laying the groundwork for the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGS).

6. Paris Climate Agreement (COP21) - Paris (2015): A landmark international agreement
addressing climate change, aiming to limit global temperature rise to well below 2°C, with a
target of 1.5°C.

7. United Nations Sustainable Development Summit - New York (2015): The formal
adoption of the 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), which set the international
development agenda through 2030.

8. COP26 - Glasgow (2021): Reaffirmed global commitments to achieving carbon neutrality
by 2050 and strengthened international cooperation to reduce carbon emissions.

9. COP28 - Dubai (2023): Focused on transitioning to clean energy sources, climate finance,
and supporting developing nations in addressing the impacts of climate change.
